Record of Proceedings

Gary Ekstedt, Yakima County Engineer — The purpose of this hearing is to amend our Six-Year
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the years 2009-2014. The original TIP was approved on
November 25, 2008. We have the need to amend this primarily to add Yakima County’s American Recovery
and Reinvestment Act project, which is an overlay of Terrace Heights Drive but while we are at it we added a
couple other little bookkeeping issues and your packet should have a sheet similar to mine.

The first page is for non-NPO projects, this means projects that are outside the Yakima Urban Area.
These projects are Naches-Tieton Road which is a project that was on the TIP when it was adopted in
November; however we are making a bookkeeping change to move some federal money mto design. The
reason we have to go through this process is that this document then goes to the Yakima Valley Conference of
Governments to be included in the Regional TIP, which is then forwarded to the State to be included at the
State. The State TIP or STIP is the document that the federal government uses to track the federal dollars that
each local agency and the State Department of Transportation, that come into the state. When we start making
some of these bookkeeping changes, if you will, we need to make the change to the STIP.

There has also been another wrinkle. In past years bridge projects and safety projects have been known
as what were called bucket accounts. They were just a bucket of money or a sum of money that was earmarked
in the State TIP for local agency safety and local agency bridge projects and the projects didn’t have to be
identified project-by-project. That has since changed so now even those formerly bucket projects have to be
identified on project-by-project basis. That is kind of the background of why we are here.

On Naches-Tieton Road we are adding $229,000 of federal funding that we will be using for preliminary
engineering. This money will actually come and we will be doing some fund swaps with the Town of Moxee
and the City of Sunnyside to clean up some federal STP dollars that they have been unable to spend. So we will
take those federal dollars and apply them to our project and we will exchange with local dollars so that they
don’t get bottled up with federal nexus. We are going to spend this money either way. Naches-Tieton is a
federal nexus project. It is not going 1o cost us anything but again, it helps out the City Moxee and Sunnyside
so it removes that federal nexus from their projects.

This first amendment on Naches-Tieton moves $229,000 into 2009 in federal funds that we can obligate
and spend on that project. The next two projects, Yakima Valley Highway Corridor Safety Enhancement and
West Wapato Road Corridor Safety Enhancement are our two safety projects that we had applied for funding,
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they are demonstration p:roj ects, but it was unsure if we were going to get the money and at the time we
assumed it would come out of the state bucket. The good news is is that we got the money. $197,000 for
Yakima Valley nghway and $303,000 for West Wapato. Now we have to go through this process to
specifically identify those projects. Again, Yakima Valley is essentially a portion from Outlook inside city
limits. This is a high accident, high crash locations so we will be obligating some engineering money to go in
and actually start pulling accident reports, reviewing the factors that cause the accidents and designing changes,
including roadside safety, changes, guardrails, and slope flattening, rumble strips. Evaluating whether or not
centerline or edge line rumble strips will work and things like that. Then we will move into construction on that
project.

Similarly with erst Wapato Road, essentially this corridor is from the Wapato city limits out to Shield
Road. Again, we have a high crash corridor so we will be looking at, first off, how to prevent the crashes from
occurring in the first place, Keep people from crossing the center line, blowing stop signs, running off the edge
of the road and then secondarily to figure out ways, if the crash occurs, how to minimize the impact; how to
change a fatality to a non-fatality injury. How to change an injury accident into a non-injury kind of thing. So
we want to first try to prevent and then try to reduce the severity. Those are two safety projects that we were
awarded funding on here in January.

The next sheet is Beaudry Road and these are in the Metropolitan Transportation Planning (MPO).
Beaudry Road is from Mieras to Duffield Road. This is a combination project which we want to do some
pedestrian crossing improvements and pedestrian safety improvements first off but then ultimately make some
improvements in that corridor to not only provide for pedestrian safety but also to provide for increased
capacity on that corridor| I will note for the record, this project is on the TIP but at the time we did not have
funding awarded to us. We received $196,000 in federal demonstration money to do pedestrian mobility and
safety improvements to accommodate the high school and that area so we want to add that.

On the sheet that you were given it showed the $196,000 in local funds, that was incorrect, it needed to
be in the federal fund column. We will make that change if adopted and forward it to the state. Tjust wanted to
note that. The next project is Terrace Heights Drive Bridge. This is essentially a bookkeeping issue. We had
the Terrace Heights Bridge #166; this is out Terrace Heights Drive almost to Bittner. It is a rehab project.
Again, we had the project identified on the TIP adopted in November but we had not been awarded the funding
yet. This amendment simply recognizes that we did get funding in the amount of $379,000 awarded to us. So
now we can program and go to the next step and obligate to spend that money.

The last project is a new project. This is our Terrace Heights Drive Overlay project. This is from the
railroad tracks and is essentially at the SnowKist Plant out to 41* Street. This is being done with ARRA funds.
We received a total amount of $400,000 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds to do this work.
We anticipate it will take another $161,000 to do the entire project for a total project amount of $561,000. The
local funds will come out of our county Arterial Preservation program account. This is an allocation of state gas
tax money that we would spend on overlays anyway. So we are going to redirect a small portion of that. We
get about $900,000 in CAPP money per year. We will direct a small portion of that to basically fill up this
project in Terrace Heights but it is a sorely needed project to preserve that pavement so that it doesn’t detieorate
any further and cost us miore in the long run.

That is my brief discussion of the six projects. Three of which we are adding: Terrace Heights Drive
Overlay, Yakima Valley Highway Corridor Safety Enhancement, West Wapato Road Corridor Safety
Enhancement. Those are projects we are adding and then three projects: Naches-Tieton Road, Beaudry Road
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and Terrace Heights Road Bridge we are just recognizing that we did receive the federal money so that we can
get a program obligated and spent.

Rand Elliott - This is a Ii‘)ublic hearing and this is an opportunity for the public to comment on this issue.

Seeing none I will close tihe public hearing.

Mike Leita — It is reaffu’ining to know that public services is, if you will, out working programs and bringing us
to a higher level within Yakima County. I appreciate the commitment of Public Services staff. There is
obviously money available and you’ve worked the process and I appreciate your efforts. Collectively, I don’t
know if you have a rough idea the total number of dollars that are now going to be done this year?

Gary Ekstedt — Actuallj spent this year will be a little over $1 million in federal funds and $161,000 in local
funds is estimated. i

Mike Leita — Congratulalftions. That is $1 million that is coming back to us from taxes, but more importantly,
we are getting more valut:a back to our community so I appreciate your efforts.

All three Commissioners in favor of amending the Six-Year TIP.

Carol Faith, Planning — The Toths, who own the property, proposed to subdivide about 36 acres into 6 1-acre
lots and the balance of the parcel as the 7™ lot.

Record of Proceedings

Carol Faith, Planning - Pat Lawler owns this property and proposes an 11 lot subdivision located west of 79™ Avenue
near Meadowbrook Road. The open-record public hearing was conducted by the Hearing Examiner on February 19,
2009. The property is zoned Rural Transitional and includes 10 small lots with an average of 1 acre with a large open
space lot of 11.5 acres. Environmental Review was conducted and SEPA appeals were filed. Public notice was provided
as required by County Code. The project as conditioned meets all development standards and meets the required
consistency analysis and based on that we would recommend that you adopt the Hearing Examiner’s recommendation in
its entirety and grant preliminary approval of the Plat of Lawler Ranch.

Rand Elliott — Carol, before you sit down, my recollection is that the only unusual aspect of this aspect of this application
has to do with the road. Cam you clarify for me what is proposed; initially was a dead-end street and that will remain a
private road? What standard applies to the road construction?

Carol Faith — The standard rural roadway RS4.
Rand Eliott — Is it anticipated that it will come into the county some day; will it ever go through to 82™?

Carol Faith - It is unknovm There are some obstacles for that to happen so we are not sure but we made provisions to
extend it just in case.

Rand Elliott — If that werejextended to 82™ Avenue, would that accommodate future development on Lot 117
i
Carol Faith - Yes, once it !is no longer zoned Rural Transitional.

Rand Elliott — Yes, if that were to happen. Thank you very much. This is a public hearing; we invite public comment at
this time.

Roy Sample, RAS Contracting Corp. — The road situation which you addressed was an interesting one because we
understand that there is some conflict between the county and the owner’s on 82™ Avenue but we certainly have no
objections to dedicating additional right-of-way and extending the easement on through the property. Other than that, we
concur entirely with the staff’s report.

Wayne Gold Jr., Meadowbrook Road - I am one of the property owners that is on the alleged 82™ Avenue that this
future road may connect inito. My question is because it didn’t seem like it got, in my opinion, to a resolve here, the
question of this proposed easement is how is this going to take place in the future. There is no public access to the alleged
South 82™ Road right now and what is the opinion or how are you proposing to address this here when you leave it part of
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this development. Now I have no problem with the development and when it was listed and went through for open
comment it was a cul-de-sac a couple of hundred feet at minimum away from South 82" Avenue. Then when this last
piece of paper came out it is indicating there a private easement to the alleged South 82™, My question at this point is
how is that going to be addressed?

Rand Elliott — Carol is no doubt the expert but in my review of this, Mr. Gold, the proposed private road comes in from
79" and terminates at a cul-de-sac about a hundred feet from 82™. And the proposal further requires of the developer that
they provide easement through to 82™ at this time, not for the purposes of connecting to 82™ but to provide that ability
some time in the future if that should be desired and practical.

Wayne Gold Jr. — So at th{at point there then if that was to be something done in the future there would be another
meeting on that there to claify how that is going to be achieved?

Rand Elliott — I don’t knox;v the history here on 82™. Apparently it doesn’t exist?

Terry Austin — If this is going to be opened as a county road in the future then the commissioners would have to take that
action. That would be by a public process similar to what you are having here. If there is right-of-way necessary beyond
the end of this lot to be acquired that would have to be acquired by the county before it could become a public road.

Wayne Gold Jr. - As far as the access to 82", now on an easement as it’s named in the document there, it says private
easement. So is the easement private or is it public?

Terry Austin — [ believe what is happening here is it is being dedicated to the public but there is a private road on it at
this point in time. !

Wayne Gold Jr. — So it wi:ll be dedicated to the public at this point?

Terry Austin — yes, but there is not a public road on it. There is a public road right-of-way dedicated to the public. It has
not been opened as a county road, it is a private road now.

Wayne Gold Jr. - That créates me confusion. If it is dedicated to the public then I would assume that it comes off tax
rolls and then it becomes public property and access at that point there and the document says private. And not to get into
a different subject because |I want to stay on yours but that also leads where the problem on South 82™ is right now.

Mike Leita — You have ref:erred to 82" as the alleged 82™; define for me your context there?

Wayne Gold Jr. - My context of South 82™ as it is portrayed, if you look at a site map there, South 82™ goes about
approximately 300 feet. Meadowbrook Road is where it starts, there is approximately 300 feet that is not in public
domain so South 82™ does not connect to Meadowbrook Road at this pont.

Mike Leita — Because it is private?

Wayne Gold Jr. — Because 1t is private. It was never given public access or public domain to it there so it was about
1998, 1999, 2000 debacle and it still remains today. So this other property is now becoming part of this problem there
that we haven’t got resolved yet.

Mike Leita — What is youriposition? To solve the problem in your mind?

Wayne Gold Jr. — My position, we have tried to negotiate this to allow it to become, in our opinion, to become public
access there but we haven’t had a response back from the county on our last attorney’s inquiry on this, which would clear
up part of the questioning to this proposed development.

Mike Leita — So your p051t10n is to transfer the private portion of 82™ to the public.
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
