¢ PUBLIC COMMENT: Robert Poremba — I brought in some petitions two meetings ago about the code on
parked vehicles. I was wondering what the status was on that and I would like to bring in some more petitions.

Rand Elliott — Mr. Poremba, you are welcome to give the additional petitions to our clerk. As far as [ know it is
under consideration but no action has been taken.

Reobert Poremba — On the 15" the county is supposed to come and do an inspection on my property for the final
mspection and my question is on personal property, | have a letter from Prosecuting Attorney Mcllrath saying that all
property that has got to be put inside. Ihave things that are outside that John Walkenhauer told me has to be
removed. Ihad an alignment machine for cars, I have a gas analyzer to put in the exhaust pipe to check emissions, I
have other equipment like this and he is saying that all this has to go.

My cars are in storage that I had of value with the low book of $33,000 and the high book is $200,000 when they
are fixed. These are all collector cars. The status on these cars I have in storage. I found the storage yard is in
connection with Mr. Mcllrath and their saying that until he okays it they won’t bring them back to me. I wanted to
bring them back to be able to have an auction to be able to at least get some money from them other than just being
confiscated. This ordinance is very unfair because it does not give a change for people to recuperate money that they
put in all this equipment and personal property in their life. I have a short log truck and a lot of other little things like
that I would like to keep. Idon’t like to have them licensed, I think it is an unnecessary expense if you are not using
them to have to have them licensed and running. They are in working condition, they could be running but it takes
money to have keep them maintained. When the county has things that lose funding they put it in storage and they
leave them there until they are needed again. Well it is the same thing with my stuff. Iam wondering about the status
on that. Will they all just be taken away from me? Will I lose my property?

Rand Elliott - Mr. Poremba, I can’t and don’t wish to debate the merits of your particular case here in this forum.
You're dealing with the county staff that is responsible for enforcing the county code. If you don’t like the ultimate
disposition of that you have an opportunity to appeal and a hearing will be held but there is a process that we have to
go through and I am afraid that you are in the middle of it right now. 1am afraid you will have to wait for a final
disposition from staff, at which point, you have an opportunity to appeal that. As a matter of fact we have a hearing
today on a very similar situation.

Robert Poremba — Is there any discussion on possible suspending this code until further review because it is very
unpopular with some of the people? I have over 500, a lot of petitions.
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Rand Elliott - We will take the petitions and the idea under consideration in changing the ordinance but I won’t
debate that in this forum. I appreciate your comments but this isn’t the place to argue the merits of the ordinance.

Brandon DeAtley - What is the rules, say by the book, for this particular ordinance?

Rand Elliott — I can’t give you the answer sitting here Mr. DeAtley. The complete county code is on the website or a
hard copy, I am sure, can be found across the street in the courthouse.

Brandon DeAtley — One other question, on the zoning changes that transpired when they changed the Ag, can
anything be elaborated on that or is that related basically.

Rand Elliott — Same thing as part of the code Mr. DeAtley, I couldn’t give you a definitive answer without doing
some homewaork but those questions could easily be answered upstairs across the street.

Anthony Besworth — I would like to know under what authority this code was passed? I monitor this stuff quite
regularly and T don’t ever remember it coming up for a vote, I don’t even remember before it was even put into law
that the public was notified of it. As a code I understand that Yakima County has got to regulate for health and
welfare reasons of the people and everything but the gentleman’s cars, what did they effect in public health? He is
going to be monetarily affected through past investments that have been taken from him. I understand neighbors
might not care for his vehicles but they are his vehicles. It is his property. You don’t have people coming in and
complaining about stud horses in horse ranches and having to look out and see other people’s horses. That is their
investments and their property.

This gentleman’s business was these vehicles. He has a right to collect the things that he feels is collectible to
him as in Classic cars and such. I would like to address the legality of the ordinance. When was it voted in? When
was the public have any say in it? I don’t remember it ever coming up. I believe this present one passed last July. 1
got on the website and read it last night and the website is not updated. The most recent thing I found was from 1995,
I believe so it is not even updated on the site so I couldn’t even read the ordinance as it stands. Ijust don’t see where
Yakima County has the right let alone the legal ability to come in and seize somebody’s property under an ordinance
code that is there to protect public health and safety. If it is on his property and his property is fenced so the public
cannot wander onto his property, it isn’t like the cars are jumping off his property and attacking people. I understand
that people don’t like to look at it but it is their property. Me myself I like horses but if I didn’t it would be no
different than me complaining about the neighbors horses.

It makes no sense to a group of people; it is almost a socialist law. We are living in a great nation that I defended
and I come home from Iraq and I find more and more of these codes and law in Yakima County turn into a socialist
type government. What are our boys dying for? For people to sit on a council somewhere, not you in particular, but
all over this county and take our civil rights away. Our right to our own property. Our right to pursue a living. A
right to collect things as we so choose. [ would understand if they were leaking oils and gases or the vehicles were
blowing or rolling out over onto the streets but they’re not. They are his personal property. It ain’t like vicious dogs
that people breed in this county that on numerous cases that [ have had to destroy on site many a times because of the
risk they put to people, myself, my children. But this man’s property is not doing that. They’re not running rabid on
the streets afier people. The stuff isn’t sitting on the street causing wrecks. People ain’t having to drive around this
stuff. I will go as far as saying it is an unfair ordinance. It is his property. That is about all I have to say about that at
this time. I would like to read the ordinance myself but I do challenge you, what is the legality of the ordinance, how
was it passed?

Dustin DeAtley — I am kind of in the same boat that he is. We presently have a problem with the county coming after
us for; we have trucks and equipment parked on our property. It is not in anybody’s,,,once again it’s not jumping out
into the road. I think that this county ordinance is unfair, Three years ago my mother was attacked by three boxers
from across the road from where we live. The Sheriff and the Prosecuting Attorney’s haven’t done anything about
dogs that have attacked; not only my mother, but they have attacked numerous other people along the road. They
chase people on bikes. They have pinned people against our gate. The Sheriff’s Department will do nothing about
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three vicious dogs that have attacked people on numerous occasions but the county will come after us for having
things that we have not only bought and paid taxes on, that we licensed, our stuff is currently licensed. We are paying
our taxes to operate the vehicles. We’re paying our taxes on the money we have earned and I don’t understand how
the county can come in and just arbitrarily let a person with three vicious dogs stand and say we have a month to
move our equipment. Not only is the land not readily available to park the equipment or park our things that we have
accumulated on, the work isn’t there. There isn’t the work to pay for it. Right now times are tight and for the county
to just come in and say you have X amount of time to move your stuff or you will be fined or you will have
consequences taken against you when there are so many other things that I would say would pose a bigger threat than
having cars or trucks parked on a piece of property, like he said, aren’t leaking. We are minding our own business.
And the other thing that I think should be addressed is the people that are complaining about us I think the
investigation should be done equally on them because generally it is not like seeing a drunk driver driving down the
road. You are calling to report in the best interest. If you look deeper into the people that are actually complaining
there is actually an ax to grind and then the county becomes the club to beat us with. With the case of our neighbor,
he just doesn’t like the fact that we have log trucks, that we have, there is more to the story than just having trucks
parked on ground that isn’t zoned correctly. There is usually an ax to grind with us or something. Personally, I don’t
believe that is it fair that we get singled out because the way it appears to me is that there is something to get from us
while other people there isn’t. That would be my comment that I have to make on that.

Brad Tidrick ~ I don’t have any issues at this point as far as legality of how 1 park vehicles but what I will say is that
I see a total deterioration in personal rights. We are all taxpayers, we have our property, we pay taxes on our property
and everything else. Afier being here a few weeks ago when the ORV .issue was going I see this trend of us losing
what we have bought and paid for as far as property rights and everything else. You know, me as being a business
owner we running into a little bit of a different issue on our property that customers have left. We have money owed
and then we don’t have any legal rights to do this stuff with. Thave a car that I have had for three years and the state
won’t help me get paperwork because it is an out of state vehicle and stuff like that. These are issues that need to be
looked at also. Give us the ability to do something with this property if we do want to get rid of it. Right now it just
doesn’t exist. You know, I just see this trend and personally I don’t particularly care for it.

Rick Hargraves — I am in the automotive business and you know, I have customer’s vehicles on my property and I do
quite a bit of business and I pay a lot of taxes. I don’t understand what are we supposed to do here. Are we supposed
to tell the customer, hey we are in trying times right now and the economy is really bad and people don’t have money.
What I do is I work a plan out with them, I say hey; your vehicle stays here until it is paid for. Thave got a couple
vehicles that people have given me money on and they owe a couple thousand of dollars in getting their vehicle fixed
and it has been there for a year now. They’re trying to pay it off. Idon’t charge storage and this is senseless.
Senseless. There are businesses out there, you guys are going to put people out of business, you need to quit it. Stop
this. These are our rights. It is just like the man said there, you know, you are just taking our rights away from us.
This is our property. The guy across the street, he can have the horses just like he said, well we can have our cars.
I’ve got collector cars and I restore cars for people. Some of them I've got in my garage and some I've got in my
storage. This is a business. You know, it’s just this bad.

Debra DeAtley — I'm not supposed to be talking, I only came here to listen but we have neighbors, these are my
children and we have neighbors that call and complain because my boys leave to go to work at 2 o’clock in the
morning and they call the Sheriff’s Department to say that they don’t want trucks. It is only their trucks. We don’t
run a company off of our property, we don’t have a log sorting yard or have stacks of gravel or whatever sitting out
there. We are talking about young men that are willing to get up at 12:30 or 1:00 in the morning to go to work and we
have neighbors that call and complain because they drive a truck off of our property and we were there before
anybody else on the whole block. It’s like people that build a house next to the garbage dump and then they complain
because there is garbage in their yard and they don’t want the smell and they want the garbage dump shut down.
None of it makes any sense to me that people can come in and kick you off of your own property. They just want to
make a living like everybody else in this room. They want to make a living and they are not doing anything wrong.

Anthony Bosworth — I want to comment on her last comment. I do believe that if you read the code you can’t be
harassed because of a vehicle being started and run for a business so if your boys get up in the moming.
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Rand Elliott — Please address the commissioners, you can talk to Mrs. DeAtley on your own time.

Anthony Bosworth — I will say that I did read what code is available and the code does state that they cannot be
harassed by law enforcement or code enforcement per se because they start a vehicle early in the morning because
they start a vehicle to leave for work or in the operation of any agricultural equipment or therefore. It is quite
apparent that her neighbors know that and they have to tried the noise problem at 2 o’clock in the morning and they
have been unable to pursue their vendetta, if that is what it is. Through that aspect so now they are going to complain
about a code on how they park their log trucks. Then again, as the young gentleman said, maybe the council needs to
look into why you are getting these complaints from these people. Take a hard look at working young boys living
starting work at 2 o’clock in the morning that is some hard work. My father was a logger, you got to give it to the
boys living the way they are. It just seems ridiculous that they are being pushed out over this. Thave a neighbor who
is in her mid-60’s and her husband died. She has no means of support. County code enforcement comes up and
wants to harass her over a building permit for a chicken coup. She just got out of the hospital from a heart attack and
she has got to deal with a county code enforcer over a chicken coup, a chicken coup. She lives 30 miles out of the
City of Yakima and her nearest neighbor is me and I have never once complained. She has got to deal with a code
enforcer over a chicken coup that holds ten chickens and they are telling her that she has got to tear it down and her
late husband built it for her. Ridiculous, flat ridiculous. Over a chicken coup. Want to make the final years of an old
woman miserable over a chicken coup. Thanks.

Robert Poremba — I have been in business since 1995 or there abouts and I got the letter from Paul Mclirath saying
that I cannot have cars parked for my business for repair. Is this going to affect all the people with businesses as well?
If it does, for one, I was just asking for four cars to be parked at my place so I can work on them and they say I can’t
do it and even after the inspection. That was the essence of what I was going to say.

Rand Elliott — It is not customary for us to debate or respond to public comment in this forum. It is difficult and
awkward for us. We don’t know the facts of the individual cases as we sit here. I have great faith that the staff is
enforcing the ordinances appropriately and if you disagree with that, as I have mentioned, there are appeal processes
available to you. Iwill say, Mr. Poremba that different zones have different requirements and I think there is
probably several different zonings involved here but I am speculating a little bit. What may apply in one area of the
county may not necessarily apply in another because of zoning and permitted uses and so on. As I say I don’t want to
get into a debate about it. If you are unsatisfied with decisions that are made, as [ mentioned, there is an appeal
process. Nobody at this table that is more concerned with property rights than we are and we are staunch defenders of
property rights but there are other considerations as well. There are just some things that you can’t do. Your property
rights extend to your property line and that is as far as they go. When they start to affect your neighbors they start to
affect the general public we have to do something and we will do what is appropriate. Thank you all of you, we
appreciate your comments and if need be we will see you again.
