Jakki McLean, Yakima County Public Services - We worked for the last year and a half with the Central Washington
Home Builders and I really wanted to point out that we started at really a great distance apart and partly because, as
enforcers we are by the letter of the law and it is because we believe it is an excellent process and there are thousands of
code officials and subject experts that meet together to develop codes so we believe it is a really good code. The good
news is it’s a national process and the bad news is that it is a national process. Sometimes our local regulations don’t work
as well and from the counties perspective we were at total enforcement by the letter of the code with no gray area at all
and what I wanted to quote Joe (Walsh) on saying, at one time we noticed our differing perspectives of purpose because
his quote was that “government regulators were driven by the desire of regulators to eliminate all worldly risk to both
people and critters. Homes were being priced out of reach to the average family.”

So to have spent this much time and to come to consensus language that gives us a reasonable code that addresses
the level of safety. We want to protect our citizens and our emergency responders and yet give some economic relief to
those that are impacted; we were just excited to come to that kind of language. These changes before you today are a
culmination of that and our partners included the Home Builders, this information has been sent to the Association of
General Contractors, the Yakima Valley Fire Chiefs of both upper and lower county, and then in Public Services our
Planning Department, Road Department, Water Department and Paul Mcllrath from Corporate Counsel has also looked at
this to see that we are meeting all of our legal regulations as well. We have a summary that has been sent to all of the
impacted parties as well.

Rand Elliott — We have indeed had a summary; if you are content with the information that we have already received we
can move on or have Jakki go into more detail.

Mike Leita — It is a public hearing and I think Jakki has summarized the process. We have reviewed the ordinance.
Unless there is additional public comment.

Rand Elliott — I will now invite public comment.

Joe Walsh, Central Washington Home Builders Association — I just wanted to thank the county staff, Fire Marshal
McLean, Building Official Dave Saunders, and the County Attorney Paul Mcllrath for their willingness to listen to our
concerns and their cooperativeness in coming to some common ground and [ think it is a good ordinance and deserving of
your support,

Rand Elliott — Hearing and seeing no further public comment [ will close the hearing. I think this is a fine example of
how to deal with changes that we all have to deal with in government here. We often have mandates passed down from
higher levels of government that we have to deal with and [ am appreciative of Dave and Jakki, your department and your
willingness to work with the organizations that are affected by these and come to an agreement that everybody can live

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" with. We may not all be happy in all measures of the discussion. I would like to re-emphasize the importance of this local
involvement before we cast these regulations in stone, My thanks to all involved.

Kevin Bouchey — I agree as well with what Rand is saying. Jakki, my compliments to you and other officials for bringing
the affected parties together that these issues are addressed before they get to this point but there is agreement consensus
that certainly makes our life much easier as commissioners, that those that are affected are in agreement with this and it is
an ordinance that is to the benefit of all and we don’t have to try to sort it out here.
